Maths

Place value – knowing number and its value. 
Addition and subtraction – learning how to complete calculations.
Position and direction – using coordinates to plot 
and draw shapes.
Shape – 2d and 3d shapes.











English

This term, we are going to break down and identify the content of sentences. We start by understanding nouns and verbs. Once we have nailed this, we move onto finding the subject of the sentence. Being able to complete the previous steps enables the children to correctly punctuate the sentences and be able to explain their choices. Basics of writing complete!










Science

This unit ‘Sound’ takes children through six lessons where they learn how to: identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating; recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear; find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it; find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it; and finally, recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases.
The lessons have been written in sequence and are designed to challenge children to recall the knowledge and skills they have covered in the previous lesson(s). Although during year 1 children have covered the topic of senses which includes hearing, this is the first time children have explored the topic of sound.



History – This unit examines the Romans' achievements from 43 CE to 410 CE. The first lessons explore life in early Rome, who was in charge and held the power across the Empire and how the emperors trained up their powerful armies. This moves on to the Roman invasion of Britain, a comparison between the existing Celtic villages and the new Roman settlements, the discovery of how the Romans protected their new lands, and an introduction to significant historical figures of the time, such as Boudicca. The unit finishes with a study of the final years of the Roman Empire and the events that led to its downfall.

Geography – Revisiting the study of the UK. Identifying the countries, counties and regions in the UK. Learning about some of the areas famous landmarks and geographical features. 














Art – the children will be researching Jackson Pollock and creating their own pieces of art in the same style. They will focus on drawing and colour coordination. 

Design Technology – construction using different items. Experimenting with different connections and joins. Using this knowledge to create a minibeast home.
 



Languages –
Introduction to France & French culture. Greetings & Names. Classroom instructions. Numbers 0-10

PE – touch rugby – learning the basic skills required to compete in the sport. This includes passing scoring, tackling and working as a team. 
Computing - programming A: Repetition with Shapes Children will create programs by planning, modifying, and testing commands to create shapes and patterns. Children will use a text-based programming language.
