 If your child requires non prescribed medication whilst at school, then you are able to come to the office 

at the appropriate time to administer the medicine yourself. 

 COVID-19 Absence: Self-isolating rule 
From 16th August 2021 Individuals are not required to self-isolate if they live in the same household as 

someone with COVID-19, or are a close contact of someone with COVID-19, and any of the following   

apply: 

• they are fully vaccinated 

• they are below the age of 18 years and 6 months 

• they have taken part in or are currently part of an approved COVID-19 vaccine trial 

• they are not able to get vaccinated for medical reasons 

Instead, they will be contacted by NHS Test and Trace, informed they have been in close contact with a 

positive case and advised to take a PCR test. Please take a PCR test if advised to do so and remember, 

PHE do NOT recommend the use of LFD tests on children under the age of 11 years.
